a Photography & Videography

We know the birth of your baby is a special time, and realize many families may want to photograph, video
record or otherwise preserve this important moment. However, the care team has the right to be excluded
from recordings and may not wish to be photographed. Therefore, please discuss plans/preferences for
recording prior to the delivery of your child. Additionally, recordings may at times interfere with their
ability to provide urgently needed care to the birth parent and baby, so the staff also reserve the right

to require you to stop recording even if consent had been previously granted. Posting images of our staff
on social media is not permitted. Also, recording of other patients is never allowed.

1. Prior to Delivery: Park in the north Buffum 4.
Medical Pavilion parking lot — circled on the map.

Turn left on Columbia St. and continue walking
east until you see the crosswalk toward the
BirthCare Center.

2. Go toward the walkway to the right of Buffum
Medical Pavilion following the footprints 5.
marked below.

Cross the crosswalk over Columbia St. and
enter the BirthCare Center. Check in with
the Public Safety Officer and take the
elevators to the 2™ Floor.

3. Continue down the walkway until you get
to Columbia St. You will see the MemorialCare
Imaging Center on your left.
